3. Updates on Previous Fundraisers
Easter Bingo
· It was suggested that future events could include fewer games (smaller books) or be run over a longer duration. 
· Longer tables may be considered to increase capacity, subject to hall restrictions. 
· The Easter timing works well due to suitable themed prizes (chocolate eggs). 
2026 Challenge
· The event was a success. 
· The totaliser was well received and should be used again next year. 
· Mini keyboards are to be ordered shortly. 
· Holding the event during half term worked well. 
Hampers
· The hamper initiative worked well via Classlist. 
· The same approach will be used for the summer raffle. 

4. Upcoming Events
Movie Night

Stalls
Scavenger Hunt (Football Theme)
· A football-themed scavenger hunt will be organised outdoors – flags around school of countries in the world cup with letters on them to form a word 
· Entry: 50p via raffle stall (covered by Lindsay Golden). 
· Prize collection from sweet stall. 
· Area to be decorated with flags and add stops to different stalls. 

Raffle
· To be published on Classlist. 
· Carla Cereda to upload and update prizes as donations are received. 
· QR code to be created for ticket sales. 
· Action: Stephanie Walsh and Carla Cereda to follow up raffle donations via email. 
Refreshments Stall
· The refreshments stall will be located indoors. 
· Parents will be asked to donate cakes. 
· Kate Dinwiddy has volunteered to oversee the bar. 
· Enquiry to be made with previous samosa vendor for return. 
Tombola (Children & Adults)
· The children’s and adult tombola will be run indoors. 
· 3 June: Break the Rules for children’s tombola donations. 
· 10 June: Break the Rules for adult tombola donations. 
· Children’s tombola: traditional raffle format (£1 for 3 goes). 
· Adult tombola: card game format (£1 for 3 goes). 
· Two packs of cards to be ordered. 
· Raffle tickets to be ordered. 
· Team meeting: Thursday 11 June to sort and label prizes. 
Sweet & Candy Floss Stall
· The sweet and a candy floss stall will be located outdoors. 
· Candy floss machine to be rebooked. 
· Price: £3 per candy floss. 
· Sarah Higgins will manage the stall.
Additional Stalls
· Jolly Jars next to sweet stall. 
· Face & glitter paint stall (£2 per face paint). 
· Lindsay Golden to source supplies; stencils to be requested, if not available they will be purchased. 
Activity Stalls
· Axe Throwing: £1 for 3 throws, sweets as prizes. 
· Sumo Wrestling: £1 per 2 minutes (or 50p per child), sweets as prizes. 
· Stephanie Walsh to book both activities. 
· Beat the Goalie: 3 for £1, run by Year 6 or older siblings, the school football goalposts will be used for the activity. 
· Sponge Mr Lloyd: £1 for 3 goes. 
· Guess the number of sweets in a jar (will be organised by Sarah Higgins)
· Second-Hand Uniform: Nancy Nowakowski and Carla Cereda will be responsible for setting up the second-hand uniform stall, no volunteers are required to staff the stall during the event and a QR code will be used to facilitate payments. 
· Book Stall: Donations for the book stall should be requested as soon as possible. All books are welcome, including adult and younger children’s books.
Money Stall / Pool Grate Game
· Entry: 20p per go. 
· A grate will be placed on top of a pool (Stephanie Walsh to source the items)
· Sweets, chocolate, and 3D toys will be placed on the grate as prizes. 
· Participants must land a 20p coin on a prize to win it. 
Additional / Potential Stalls
· Mathnasium and CrossFit Chiltern to be contacted. 
· FTF Go-Karts pending response. 
· Human Fruit Machine – Mr Lloyd to consult with the governors.  
· Nerf Game is considered.
· On-the-day activities (volunteer dependent): Tin Can Alley, Welly Wanging, Splat the Football. 
Set-Up & Organisation
· Set-up will take place on Sunday from 12:00pm for approximately 2 hours. 
· Stephanie Walsh will prepare a layout map for stall placement and organisation. 
· Stall rotas to be created, and the number of volunteers required for each stall will be confirmed (Sarah Higgins will organise the lists).
· Maria Atton and Kate Wagstaff to be asked to design signage. 
· The event licence has been arranged at a cost of £21 and completed by Stephanie Walsh. 
6. Freeze Friday
· To begin after May half term. 
· Each year group to participate on rotation, starting with Year 6. 
· Class reps to organise 4 volunteers per session. 
· Volunteers required to purchase ~300 ice pops. 
· Ice pops to be sold at 50p each. 

7. Any Other Business (AOB)
· It was agreed to seek an additional Treasurer to support Lindsay Golden. 
· A volunteer is also required to take responsibility for managing Voucher Scheme and coordinating end-of-year and Christmas gifts. 
· A message will be sent to parents requesting volunteers. 

8. School Business / Funding Requests
· Chromebooks Replacement:
A plan is being developed for Chromebook replacement over the next two years. Approximately 72 Chromebooks are required, with an estimated cost of £10,000. 
· Interactive Whiteboards:
Four new interactive whiteboards will be required over the next two years. 
· Amazon Wishlist:
The school’s Amazon Wishlist will be updated by Sarah Higgins to reflect current needs and priorities.
